VILLAGE OF ENDICOTT

USGS Water Study
WHEREAS, the Village of Endicott owns a municipal water system and is responsible for the extraction of water from various wells, treatment of the water and delivering the water to over 30,000 residents within the Village and the Town of Union, and
WHEREAS, the Village desires to research additional areas within the Susquehanna River valley to look for other viable clean sources of water, and 
WHEREAS, the United States Geological Survey (USGS) has the necessary equipment and expertise to complete a study for the Village and determine whether or not an aquifer in the Nanticoke Valley would provide a safe drinking water supply, water that would be available for economic and energy development and would promote healthy aquatic environments, and
WHEREAS, the total cost of this study project not including drilling costs is $163,821 while the current estimate for drilling is $38,000, and

WHEREAS, the USGS would contribute $49,146 in Federal matching funds, contingent upon the availability of these funds, to help off-set the cost of the study portion of the project, and
WHEREAS, these estimated project costs are based on the work starting in FY 2012 and may change if the start date is after the current fiscal year.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village of Endicott Board of Trustees has authorized the USGS to proceed with the study for an additional source of water with total costs to the village not to exceed $250,000 not including the Federal matching funds portion.
A motion was made by Trustee Nirchi and seconded by Trustee Baker to approve resolution #R12-01.
